Our project offering this year will go to two very special needs in the slums of New Delhi, India.
The first project is to renovate the Grace Karuna Kendra Center (an orphanage) for boys and girls
housing “untouchable” children who are rag pickers or child laborers in the Faridabad slum. This
orphanage houses 25 - 35 children who have no other place to go. They need bunk beds to sleep
in so they can get off the damp, stone floor. They need dining room furniture and a wall torn down
to enlarge their eating area. They also need walls repaired and painted, closets built and
bathrooms constructed to make their living quarters adequate for the children. The second project
is to complete the Carmel Child Development Center in the heart of the Sangam Vihar slum, the
home of 6,000 people. This building facility is the place where several hundred children will
receive spiritual, emotional, educational & physical care. The building is in the process of being
built. The expenses for this large building project are tremendous, but we can help to see its
completion and dedication. | am praying that ladies groups have fund raisers, churches take up
offerings, and individuals obey the voice of God to give as He leads them.
